The Romantic North Canal Course
Otaru canal is a harbor facility constructed in 1923. It was built landfilling the coast and has been playing the important role to 
connect the workboats and the warehouses to exchange cargoes. The north section called “North Canal” has 40 meters width and 
there’re still many workboats moored even today. While in the Temiya area, there’s a railway heritage which contributed to the 
development of Otaru in the past. You can feel the old days of the city walking along it. Please enjoy taking a stroll around the 
areas and think of Otaru of the good old days when the city prospered as a Hokkaido gateway.

②From Sakaimachidori Street where 
Kitaichi Glass is, walk about 7 minutes along 
the Otaru Canal and away from Sapporo.

Hokkaido’s first railway line was opened in 1880, connecting Otaru/Temiya and 
Sapporo, and was used to transport coal and other materials. A walking path was 
constructed to preserve the original tracks after the railway line was discontinued in 
1985. It takes about 25 minutes to walk from Sushiyadori Street to the Otaru Museum.

MAP Former Shibusawa Warehouse3

The warehouse on the right was built around 1892, 
and two more were added later. This warehouse is 
associated with Shibusawa Eiichi, who is on the 
10,000 yen note.Currently a live house “GOLDSTONE” 
is open for business in it.

MAP Canal Park4

Park located in front of the Former Nippon Yusen K.K. 
Otaru Branch. There’re statues of Isamu Hiroi and 
Choemon Ito who contributed to the development of 
Otaru port and the family featured in the nursery 
rhyme “Red Shoes”.

Opens at 4:00 which is the earliest open time in Otaru. 
A lot of fresh seafoods are on sale and the restaurant in 
the market are good for early breakfast.

There’s the starting point of the opening of Hokkaido railways. The 
Former Temiya Line in the museum is designated as an Important 
Cultural Property of Japan. Annex museum located next to the 
LeTAO Canal plaza shop is also good to learn the Otaru history.
